Woman's family hunts 3 from bar 

Triangle trio may have seen her last

Wilmington, NC. –   Foy was last seen July 31 at a sports bar in Wilmington.             

Friends and family of a missing Wilmington woman are searching for three Triangle women they think saw Allison J. Foy at a bar the night she disappeared.

The three women, whose identities aren't known, might have been the last people to see Foy before she disappeared early July 31, said Foy's sister, Lisa Valentino.

Foy met the trio that night at the Junction Billiards Sports Bar on Wilmington's Carolina Beach Road, Valentino said.

Witnesses told a private investigator looking into Foy's disappearance that the three women, who were vacationing at nearby Carolina Beach, talked and threw darts that night with Foy, 34.

"We really need to find these girls," said Valentino, who came from her home in New Jersey to put the word out in the Triangle.

According to the investigator's findings, the four women left the bar together about 1:30 a.m., and Foy was seen talking with the other three in the parking lot while they waited for a cab.

The women looked to be 20 to 30 years old and had told others at the bar that they were visiting from the Raleigh-Durham area for the weekend, said Monica Caison, who runs Wilmington's CUE Center for Missing Persons.

"They probably don't know how important their conversation was," said Caison, whose 12-year-old private, nonprofit organization helps search for missing people, draws attention to their cases and supports their families.

Foy had lived in the Wilmington area for three years and worked as an assistant manager at the Holiday Inn on Market Street, Caison and Valentino said. She and her husband, Michael Foy, have two daughters, 12 and 4.

Foy apparently called her husband to say she was going to the pub with a friend after work, Caison said. Foy's car was found at the bar after her husband reported her missing several days later, she said.

Foy is described as 5 feet 8 inches tall, 135 pounds, with blond hair, blue-green eyes, a mole on her neck and a tattoo on her buttocks.

Wilmington police said Tuesday they could provide no information about the case's status.
